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Introduction

In 1998, the BC Ministry of Forests (on behalf of the Clayoquot Sound Planning Committee) entered into a contribution agreement with the Long Beach Model Forest Society (LBMF) in Ucluelet under which the LBMF would compile a database summarizing research, inventory and monitoring projects related to sustainable forestry in Clayoquot Sound. This database did not refer to a specific collection of documents and did not extend beyond 1999. In organizing its initial work program in 2001, the Clayoquot Alliance for Research Education and Training (CARET) recognized the need to update this database and make it more generally accessible both to people in the local communities and researchers interested in the region. 

In the database listed here there are 954 entries covering a broad range of subject areas, including personal essays, fiction, and audiovisual recordings. Entries are also geographically inclusive extending in some cases to Nootka Sound, the Alberni Valley and Barkley Sound. While this is an extensive listing, it should not be taken as complete, nor could one expect to compile an all-encompassing database. There are a number of reasons for this.

As well as consultant reports, conference proceedings, academic theses and student reports, industry reports, technical reports, bibliographies and draft documents, the database also includes records of on-going projects that do not necessarily have any written documentation. In the language of librarians, these types of non-conventional documents are referred to as “grey literature”. Due to the ephemeral nature of grey literature, librarians have had difficulty acquiring and making these types of documents accessible to the public. Much of the Clayoquot Sound literature falls into this category. 

Another challenge in updating this database is that some organizations that produced or held documents have since disbanded (e.g., West Coast Sustainability Association) or changed ownership (MacMillan Bloedel). Other documents were housed with organizations that have been restructured (Ministry of Environment, Lands, and Parks) or have been disbanded completely (e.g., The Royal BC Museum Library). 

A library of research project reports and other materials related to Clayoquot Sound has long been identified as desirable by many organizations. However, many of the organizations that hold or have commissioned reports do not have the time, resources, or capability to catalogue or manage these documents.  As indicated in the listings below, however, many are will to offer some access to their organizational holdings and to link their catalogues through this present database project.

Research Resources

There are several documents included here to help you to learn about and locate research projects and/or documents that have been undertaken in the Clayoquot Sound region. 

· Non-profit Contact Info.doc This listing of non-profit organizations and contact information for the region is also available in booklet form from the Clayoquot Biosphere Trust. (Directory of non-profit organizations in the Clayoquot Sound UNESCO Biosphere Reserve Region Community (summer 2001)). Although not regularly updated, this document is an excellent resource for identifying “who is who” in the Clayoquot Region. Many of the organizations may have copies of the documents listed in the Database.
· 2002_Clayoquot_Database.mdb The Clayoquot Region Research and Document Database is designed to be a starting point for finding out what has been researched in the Clayoquot Region. Since this database is an expanded and edited version of an existing one (1999 Long Beach Model Forest), reports and documents that existed at one place and time may or may not still be located there. Also, the intent of the original database was to summarize research, inventory, and monitoring projects related to sustainable forestry in Clayoquot Sound. The database did not refer to a specific collection of documents and included references to projects underway that may or may not have had written documentation. Many of these references were left in this version of the database. This is in Access format.
· 2002_Clayoquot_Database.xls The same file in excel format.

· LBMF_library.xls This document lists the holdings of the Long Beach Model Forest Society (summer 2002).

· School_for_field_studies.xls This document lists the student projects from 1995 – 2002 for the School for Field Studies in Bamfield. Many of their research project locations are in the Clayoquot Region.

· 2002_Clayoquot_theses.xls A sub-listing of academic theses completed based on research in the region. Entries were derived from various sources including direct contact with the researcher or their local sponsoring agency and on-line from Dissertations International. This listing does not make claims to be 100% complete.

· Clayoquot_document_locations.xls This spreadsheet lists organizations and individuals that hold Clayoquot related documents. Included is contact information, hours of operation and conditions for lending where applicable. Not all entries in the Clayoquot Region Research and Document Database have the location of the document noted.
